Aims:

1. To outline the main features of the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974

2. To highlight the differences between basic disclosure, standard disclosure and enhanced disclosure.

3. To summarise the exclusions and exceptions to the Act.

This half-day non-accredited programme provides an overview of the implementation of the Rehabilitation of Offenders Act 1974.  It is aimed at support workers who are likely to have contact with ex-offenders who need advice and information regarding their criminal record.  
The programme will outline which criminal convictions can become ‘spent’ or ignored after a ‘rehabilitation period’.  The programme highlights the exceptions and exclusions to the Act so that workers can leave the training with a clear understanding of the knowledge and advice they can offer to their clients. 
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
